The 30tk celebrated on Saturday 29tt June 2019

with a Community Festival event in and around the Dials Noon - 5.30pm

The ‘new’ Sundial Pillar was unveiled on 29th June 1989 by HM Queen Beatrix of the Netherlands
with Prince Claus as finalé to the year-long William & Mary Tercentenary.

The Pillar was the first project of its kind in London since Nelson’s Column,
It was rebuilt by the Seven Dials Trust which had been set up S years before to protect and
reinvigorate the last remaining neighbourhood in London dating from Stuart times.

The original pillar in Thomas Neale’s development of Seven Dials in 1693 was removed in 1773.

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The Pillar shrouded in Dutch national colours & the unveiling with 800 biodegradable balloons in
the same colours. Each had a return tag and the furthest reached a back garden in the Grand
Duchy of Luxembourg! This was the first project of its kind in London since Nelson’s Column.

The
Dial faces are all accurate to within 10 seconds — a great tribute to astronomer Gordon Taylor,
Caroline Webb who designed carved painted and gilded the dial faces, to the trainee masons who
carved the Dials stone and to architect AD Mason and our astronomer who attended for three
days whilst the Dial stone was raised and lowered into the exact position.
